Conditions of Entry 

 
• Players who have represented their county at senior level in the Inter-County 

Championship (ICC), or have been a member of any National Squad in any country 
are not eligible to compete in the Bonanza. 

• Players that have played league badminton are not eligible to enter any social 
category events. 

• Any player born before 1st September 1995 will not be eligible to play in any under 16 
category events. 

• Any player born before 1st September 1997 will not be eligible to play in any under 14 
category events. 

• Both players in a doubles event must submit an entry form with appropriate fees 
(photocopies will be accepted). Players entering ‘partner wanted’ will be paired if a 
partner and places are available. 

• The tournament secretary reserves the right not to hold an event if insufficient entries 
are received and to limit numbers. 

• All events will be played in groups with winners going through to a knockout stage. If 
there is only one group, no knockout stage will be played. 

• A maximum of 16 entries will be accepted within each event. Anyone sending an 
entry form when the event is fully subscribed will be placed on a reserve list and will 
be contacted to be made aware of this. 

• Feathered shuttlecocks will be used throughout all events 
• Unless stated all events shall be one game to 21, with no settings. Rally points 

scoring will be used. 
• In the instance of two players finishing on the same number of points within the 

group stage, final positions will be decided on the head to head. In the instance of 
three or more players finishing on the same points, points scored will be taken into 
account. 

• Entries must be submitted by Friday 30th September with correct entry fee to the 
tournament secretary. Cheques must be made payable to ‘Wigan Badminton 
Development Group’ 

• The tournament secretary reserves the right to change any of the conditions above.
